The Thornton City Council met in special session for a Public Hearing on the above date and time with Mayor Phillip calling the meeting to order.  Council members present:  Barbara Hopkey, Larry Stadtlander, Barry Groh, and Joy Baker.  Also present:  City Attorney John Sorensen.

Stadtlander made a motion to approve the agenda.  Groh seconded, motion carried.

The first reading to amend the Thornton Zoning Ordinance was read. There were no written or oral objections presented. Groh made a motion to approve the reading, to waive the second and third readings and accept the amendment.  Baker seconded, motion carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 1051

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE THORNTON ZONING ORDINANCE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF THORNTON, IOWA:

SECTION I.

The following described real estate is presently zoned in an Agricultural District:


A parcel beginning 18 rods North of the Northeast corner of Lot 1, Block 24 Knapp’s second Addition to Thornton, Cerro Gordo County, Iowa, thence North 70 feet 2 inches, thence West 325 feet, thence South 70 feet 2 inches, thence West 130 feet, thence South 70 feet 6 inches, thence West 370 feet, thence South 193 feet 6 inches, thence East 50 rods, thence North to the point of beginning.

SECTION 2.

The City Council of the City of Thornton does hereby amend the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Thornton to change the zone of the real estate described in Section 1 hereof from that of Agricultural District to Residence District.  That said change is made upon recommendation by the Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Thornton after Public Hearing duly held by said Commission and after Public Hearing held by the City Council of the City of Thornton upon notice duly given the public in connection with both hearings.

SECTION 3.

Be it specifically enacted by the Council that the following described real estate shall be hereinafter designated in a Residence District:


A parcel beginning 18 rods North of the Northeast corner of Lot 1, Block 24 Knapp’s second Addition to Thornton, Cerro Gordo County, Iowa, thence North 70 feet 2 inches, thence West 325 feet, thence South 70 feet 2 inches, thence West 130 feet, thence South 70 feet 6 inches, thence West 370 feet, thence South 193 feet 6 inches, thence East 50 rods, thence North to the point of beginning.

SECTION 4.

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 5.

If any section, provision or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 6.

This Ordinance shall be effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

A preliminary plat of survey of the above mentioned property was reviewed.  A work session is scheduled for Wednesday, September 30, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. in City Hall.

A letter of resignation was accepted by the City Clerk from Betty Jensen on Monday, September 14, 2009.  Hopkey made a motion to formally accept the resignation with regret.  Stadtlander seconded.  Motion carried.

Stadtlander made a motion with intention to appoint Michael Younge to fill Jensen’s seat for the remainder of the term.  Groh seconded, motion carried.

Groh reported on the proposed Assisted Living.

Sorensen left the meeting at 6:40 p.m.

Stadtlander made a motion to adopt by Resolution a Commitment for local Match & Designation of an Authorized Representative for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. Hopkey seconded, motion carried. Therefore, Resolution #09-09 adopted.

Hopkey made a motion to adjourn.  Baker seconded, motion carried.
