CITY OF THORNTON – MARCH 5, 2018 – 7:00 P.M. – CITY HALL
The Thornton City Council met on the above date and time with Mayor Mike Jensen calling the meeting to order.  Council members present:  Betty Jensen, Michael Younge, Randall Bohman, Rob Duff and Roger Engebretson.  Also present:  Tom Janeka.
Duff made a motion to approve the agenda.  Engebretson seconded, motion carried.
Younge made a motion to approve the minutes from the February meeting.  Bohman seconded, motion carried.

Younge made a motion to approve payment of the bills.  Bohman seconded, motion carried.

Mayor Jensen opened the Public Hearing for the proposed budget for fiscal year 2018-19. There were no written or oral objections.  Bohman made a motion to close the Public Hearing.  Engebretson seconded, roll call vote, all ayes, motion carried.  Jensen moved to adopt by Resolution the budget for fiscal year 2018-19 as presented. Duff seconded, roll call vote, all ayes, there for Resolution #18-05 adopted.

Janeka reported Gale with Northway Well & Pump Company inspected the leak around the pump at well #1 on N 8th Street.  A lead joint is leaking and Gale suggested hiring an experienced plumber for the repair or to leave it as is.  The Council agreed to have Janeka search for a plumber with this sort of experience.
The City received 2 sealed bids for the exit lighting at the Library and Community Center.  DeBour Electric, Inc. @ $79.81 per lighted sign plus labor and Jensen Electric @ $52.00 per lighted sign plus labor.  Younge made a motion to accept Jensen Electric’s bid.  Duff seconded, Jensen abstained due to conflict of interest, Younge aye, Bohman aye, Duff aye, Engebretson aye, motion carried.
The Clerk reported the County Engineer’s office notified her of the cost to raise the manhole by the lift station during the bridge replacement project on Ash Street.  The bid item is a lump sum from the contractor in the amount of $3,500.00.  Once the adjustment is completed the County will bill the City for the expense.  The contractor will be here sometime in March to take down trees, with the bridge project to begin mid to late May.
The City received only 1 sealed bid for the 2018 weed control season.  The Neuhring Lawn & Tree Service proposal was for Spring spray with crab grass prevention @ $80/acre, Spring spray without crab grass prevention @ $65/acre and Fall spray – broad leaf prevention @ $65/acre.  Duff made a motion to go with option 1 and 3.  Jensen seconded, motion carried.
Janeka reported he is down to only a couple of working replacement water meters.  The City can no longer purchase more of the current meters due to the lead content, they are no longer available.  Due to the estimated costs for software, meter reader and meters themselves, this will require multi-year expenses. More information will be gathered and discussion will resume at the April meeting.

The Clerk requested to attend the Spring software meeting in Des Moines in April.  Jensen made a motion for the Clerk to attend.  Younge seconded, motion carried.

The Clerk requested the April meeting be moved to the second Monday.  Council members were in agreement to move the meeting as requested, Monday, April 9th is the new date.

The Council agreed to move forward with the first reading to amend the Ordinance to change the meeting time for City Council meetings from 7:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. The first reading will be at the April meeting.
A building permit application from 105 S 1st Street was approved.


Bohman made a motion to adjourn.  Duff seconded, motion carried.
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
